Crow Wing River Watershed 
This watershed has already begun 
ÔÈÅ -0#!ȭÓ ÉÎÔÅÎÓÉÖÅ ×ÁÔÅÒÓÈÅÄ 
approach.  Once all sampling has 
been completed and impairments 
have been identified, cost share 
dollars for landowners to install 

conservation practices may 
become available. 

Long Prairie River Watershed 
The Long Prairie River is 
ÂÅÇÉÎÎÉÎÇ ÔÈÅ -0#!ȭÓ ÉÎÔÅÎÓÉÖÅ 
watershed approach.  
Monitoring will be done on 8 
lakes in the watershed and the 
Long Prairie River will 
continued to be monitored at 10 
sites.   
 
There are cost share dollars 
available in this watershed 
through the Clean Water 
Partnership.  These grant dollars 
are available for Vegetation 
Establishment Activities, Animal 
Ag Activities and Structural 
Activities. 
 
Additional cost share funding is 
anticipated as a result of the 
-0#!ȭÓ study. 

Swan River Watershed 
Is a sub-watershed in the 
Mississippi River ɀ Brainerd 
Watershed.  This watershed will 
ÂÅÇÉÎ ÔÈÅ -0#!ȭÓ ×ÁÔÅÒÓÈÅÄ 
approach in 2015. 
 
There are cost share dollars 
available in this watershed 
through BWSR Clean Water 
Legacy Amendment Funding.  
The grant dollars can be used for 
shoreline stabilization and 
restoration projects and Animal 
Ag Activities. 

Mississippi RiverɂSartell 
This watershed will begin the -0#!ȭÓ ÉÎÔÅÎÓÉÖÅ 

watershed approach in 2016.  Once initial monitoring and 
modeling has been completed, grant dollars may become 
available for landowners to install conservation practices. 

Sauk River Watershed 
This watershed area has grant 

dollars available through the Sauk 
River Watershed District and 

through Todd SWCD. 
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NEEDS.
